11. Acid Rain Information








Most of the UK sulphur dioxide comes from power stations





The largest source of nitrogen oxides is road transport








In 2000, the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) Forest Survey revealed that 22% of UK trees were damaged (with 25% or more leaf or needle loss).








Many other factors such as climatic conditions, pests, age of tree, and exposure need to be considered





Acid rain is a serious problem








Some lakes are so acidic that many fish species have died out








Acid rain dissolves stone and affects buildings








Acid rain does not normally affect our health but certain climatic conditions result in poor air quality. This can cause breathing difficulties for asthmatics.








Acid rain is caused by gases such as sulphur dioxide and nitrogen oxides which dissolve in water in the atmosphere.





Acid rain falls on the ground and runs into streams, rivers and lakes
